GIS Data depot (http://data.geocomm.com/) has been an excellent site that has been used to download data. The EROS Data Center (http://edc.usgs.gov/) has visualization data available for download for many areas.  Ultimately, DOQQs and DRGs come from USGS, but oftentimes are redistributed and downloaded from state sites.  These are most often associated with universities.  For example, DRGs for Camp Gruber were downloaded from the Geo Information Systems, University of Oklahoma web site at http://edc.usgs.gov/.  Another big source is the installations themselves.  They often pay someone to fly aerials and installations might provide those to us.  EarthData International of Maryland (http://www.earthdata.com/index2.htm) does a lot of these aerials. 

DEMs are usually created by the RSC staff using existing contour coverages. If contours do not exist for a site, they can also be downloaded from EROS.
